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City watering schedule in effect
BROOKINGS – Brookings Municipal Utilities customers are reminded that lawn watering restrictions took effect June 1.

The schedule is essentially the same as during the past three summers. Through September 30, residents with even-numbered house addresses may water lawns on Monday, Wednesday, Friday and Sunday. Those with odd-numbered addresses may water on Tuesday, Thursday, Saturday and Sunday.

Customers who are establishing new lawns can receive a permit to water unrestricted for a limited time. Those who violate the summer watering schedule are subject to a fine of up to $200 per day.

“Our treatment system has limitations, especially during the summer months when there is increased demand for water,” said BMU Executive Vice President and General Manager Steve Meyer. “The summer watering schedule has helped us ensure that we can provide an adequate supply of clean water at all times.” 

In addition to the watering schedule, BMU also uses a Summer Billing Policy to help control peak water usage. The policy, which has been in effect since 2003, requires water users with high peak usage in the summer to pay higher rates.
